Januszewski [yah-new-CHEF-ski]
who demonstrated the preciousnes
human life and our responsibility to
care for this great gift.

Blessed Hilary was a Polish Carme

priest who spent most of his priest-
hood teaching Church history and dogmatic theold
Soon after the Nazi invasion of Poland, he and ma
other Catholic priests were rounded up and put in
prison: He actually volunteered to be arrested in p
of an elderly, sick friar.

Eventually, after spending time in various prisons
work camps, he was sentttte concentration camp:
the Nazi concentration camp of Dachau [DOCK-
how]. In 1945, on the eve of liberation, typhoid fe\
swept through the camp. The victims were left to g
in Hut 25 in horrendous conditions. The camp gu
mockingly challenged the Polish priests to put thei
faith into practice and ca for the sick, many of
whom were Russians, traditional enemies of the P

Over thirty priests respoed, including Januszewsk|.

He died of typhoid after twenty-one days. When th
Americans liberated the camp a few weeks later, t
found Hut 25 piled high with hundreds of corpses.

From a merely human perspective, caring for mal-
nourished prisoners who were going to die anyway
from typhoid fever was a tally useless activity. But
not from God's perspective, because God's gener
and goodness is not limited by cold, practical calcy
tions; in fact, it has no limits; God never gives up d
us - as Christ proved by giving his own life for sinn
on the cross.

That's what love does, and God is love.
