There is something powerful about the experience of gat-

ing together: the acceptance of one another as it was
Jewish custom, the sharing of one’s life story, the joy,
the unity it brings. Jesus started this tradition, and the
Church finds it to be the true powerful moment as we
gather around the Lord’s table to break bread and shg
one cup. We cannot forget that Catholics are Eucharis
People.

Many do not find the Eucharist to be a powerful exper
ence. They see only the flaws in the priests, in the peg
who come, and in the universal Church. They see it a4
empty ritual that doesn’t do anything to “those people.
They are so right to see that we are weak and sinful p
ple, but they are so wrong about the “gathering” of peq
in sharing the bread and cup. It is not about the peop
it is about God who is present in that gathering. We s4
the Creed about the One and Holy Catholic Church bg
cause we believe the holiness of the Church does not
come from the people but from the One who is the tru
presider at the table and who makes people holy. It is
about the experience of being together as one people

The other misunderstand aspect of the Eucharist is th
social dimension. Traditionally, we think coming to
Church one must be solemn and quiet — no talking an
socializing. Can you imagine when people gather to e
and no talking? Is it a “gathering”? Without talking or
socializing there would be no joy, no laughter, and no
unity. People come but there is no sharing. This is on
missing element about the Eucharist today.

Once again | strongly encourage all of you to receive
communion under both species — the Body and Blood
Christ, and we will implement a new procedure of rece
ing communion. Liturgically speaking, at the communi
it is the time for us to sing praise to our God because
the great gift of Jesus given to us, so please take your

(one pew at a time) to receive communion and sing with

us.
