If Jesus were telling this parable about workers in the 
vineyard today, there would most likely be demonstra-
tions, the phones would be ringing off the hooks, and 
workers would be carrying picket signs outside Jesus’ 
home! From the beginning, the fighting and comparison 
between 2 different groups is a familiar event in our 
Church. Pharisees resented that Jesus liked common peo-
ple, especially tax collectors and prostitutes because these 
people would be made “equal” with the esteemed reli-
gious leaders. Then, the early Jewish Christians com-
plained about the equal treatment accorded the Gentiles 
coming into the Church. This was a huge controversy. In 
our time, long time parishioners think they have rights 
over newcomers. Faithful and lifelong Catholics resent 
“deathbed conversion.” 
 
Do you see the similarities between us and the people in 
this parable? This is about envy – one of the deadly sins. 
Why do we call them deadly sin? Envy would say, “I 
want what you have and I want you NOT to have it.” 
Envy wants to destroy what is good in others.
