As a parish we will celebrate the Feast 
of our Patron Saint, Martin of Tours, 
on the weekend of November 9th.  The 
Liturgy Committee has recommended 
an excellent way to celebrate this feast 
for the entire parish, that is, the focus 
of the celebration will be on “serving 
the poor” since St. Martin of Tours is 
the patron saint against poverty. 

 
Every year you have contributed $20,000 to the Com-
mittee for the Poor to be used in preparing bags of 
clothes, toiletries, etc. distributed to the needy during 
the Christmas season, so on this feast we will kick off 
this drive. Also, we will have a breakfast/brunch in the 
Parish Center for all morning Masses, and the money 
from this will be donated to the food pantry of the Res-
urrection Church, our sister parish.  I visited the Resur-
rection Church last December and witnessed the great 
work of the Sisters there in serving the needy. I believe 
by celebrating St. Martin of Tours’ Feast Day in this 
great and meaningful way it will be beneficial to our 
brothers and sisters there. Thank you in advance for 
your generosity to our brothers and sisters in need, and 
please plan to be here with us on that day to celebrate 
this feast. 
 
Last Sunday we began the process of forming the 
Knights of Columbus charter here at St. Martin of 
Tours and we had already 45 people signed up last Sun-
day.  They will be outside of Church again this Sunday 
to answer any questions you may have about the 
Knights of Columbus.
