A Chinese artist named Fang Peich
is a root-carver, following an ancier
Chinese tradition of coaxing art fron
a part of the natural world that ever
one else ignores. Out tleein the forest, Fang sees
hidden beauty where others see dirt. While other
kinds of art are subjectivend are usually created o

of the artist’s own vision, & root art requires a more

deductive approachith the final image taking its cy
from the natural shape of the root. Root carving is
thus a cooperative effort- a combination of “man’s
work and God’s work,according to Fang.

Root art is a reminder to tisat often it is the things
beneath the surface, theltlen yet practical things
that are most important. W fruit trees yield a har-
vest of food, none of #m can do so without the
foundational and functional support of a good roof

system. It's the éauty of rooted-res that makes it al

possible. While trees live alie depending upon the
roots, it’s clear that wepb, live and die according t
how rooted we are in things that matter. Being
rooted spiritually is a thing of beauty.

This brings out the meargrof the two greatest com
mandments from the Gospel today. “Love God ab
all things” is the root of aubeing.
