Fr. Tom Allender will be with us next 
weekend to begin our Fall Mission. It 
is fitting for us to end our summer 
and to begin a new year with a re-
treat. Fr. Tom is very well known and 
has given many missions throughout 
the country so please put these dates 
on your busy schedule to spend some 

time with God. 
 
In the morning, after the 8:15 am Mass, he will give 
the conferences in Room #1 in the Parish Center, and 
in the evening it will be in the Church at 7 pm. Each 
day the morning and evening conferences are the 
same. We will have receptions in the Parish Center 
afterward. 
 
I would like to invite mothers who have time in the 
morning after dropping off your children to school to 
attend these morning sessions because the evening 
sessions may be difficult for you and your family to 
attend. 
Traffic after Mass in our parking lot is a particular 
concern for me especially after the 9:00 am Family 
Mass where many children are present.  This presents 
a safety risk. You may have heard some accidents 
have  happened in the past in  church parking lots, so 
I would like to ask you (1) to drive slowly and (2) to 
please use the upper gates for exit. From now on, the 
upper gates will be open for Saturday evening mass. 
Thank you for your cooperation in this matter. 

It is truly a mystery for us to understand suffering.  
We never ask for it, we never like it, and so we never 
want to endure it. Yet, these are things that Jesus 
speaks to us in the gospel this week. We have two 
ways of living with suffering: we can take it on our 
shoulders and try to walk with it; or we can just sit 
down under it and feel like victims.  No one pretends 
that either way is easy.  If it were easy it wouldn't be 
suffering.  

Our instinct is to run away from suffering and to treat 
it as an enemy, but then we are full of complaints and 
self-pity.  This is the harder for ourselves and for eve-
ryone around us.  The wisdom of the Gospel tells us 
to face our suffering, not to treat it like an enemy but 
like a friend, to learn from it, to let it draw us away 
from self-centered thoughts and feelings, and ulti-
mately to see it as a sharing in the Passion of Christ.
