
 
St. Martin of Tours Youth Behavioral Contract 

This contract is to be read and signed by both the youth and parents/guardian. 

 

Everyone who attends Confirmation Class is encouraged to participate actively and to behave 

appropriately.  This gives everyone the chance to safely enjoy the class.   

 

1. There will be respect for property – Property of St. Martin of Tours and surrounding 

areas should not be damaged, marked or vandalized in any way, shape or form.  Personal 

property of teachers and students should also not be damaged or borrowed without 

permission. 

2. There will be respect for the law – There will NOT be any illegal drugs or alcohol 

consumed or in any student’s possession.  There will be no physical abuse of others or 

inappropriate language.  Fighting of any kind will not be permitted.   

3. There will be cooperation and participation – Attending Confirmation class is a 

privilege.  We expect that all students will take advantage of what is being learned.  We 

also expect that all students will participate in classroom discussions. 

4. There will be appropriate attire at mass – Since the Liturgy is part of the Confirmation 

program, it is strongly encouraged that candidates wear appropriate attire for attending 

the liturgy.  No clothing with inappropriate images or wording (both male and female).  

For females, no short mini skirts or low cut tops.  For males, no torn clothes or large 

holes in clothes (especially if located in an inappropriate place!). 

5. Candidates will wait in the parish center until signed out.  Due to safety and liability 

issues, we are responsible for you the moment you are left in our care.  Please do not 

leave until a parent or guardian has come to sign you out from the class.  This is the only 

way to ensure your safety.
